Belo sur Mer:  The picturesque village is home the Vezo boat builders where the craftsmen construct traditional „boutry‟ 
the large masted cargo and passenger sailboats which ply the waters of the west coast. Here boats in all phases of 
completion are found under the coconut trees which dot the harbor. 
 

Kirindy Mite National Park:  Forest Exploration: A new and seldom visited national park where the western and southern 

ecosystems meet. An area of tropical dry forest and littoral spiny forest the Kirindy Mite National Park features many 
species of lemurs; 30 species of birds (many rare and endangered waterfowl) and three species of baobabs. This 
outstanding park encompasses seven off shore islands, coastal mangroves, dunes, lakes and beaches. 
 

Manay: Along with visits to the nearby lakes of exploring the lakes near Ambondro and Sireve (22 species of waterfowl – 3 
locally endemic!) with their extensive mangroves and dunes of the area.
